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LETTER TO THE CITIZENS OF INGHAM COUNTY
Dear Citizens:

This past year has seen the Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office move back and move
forward. We moved back to a now-renovated Grady Porter Building, at 303 West
Kalamazoo Street, two blocks south of the Capitol, leaving our temporary quarters at
the old Jackson National Life building in south Lansing.

The renovation of Grady Porter completes the move to a consolidated courts facility,
which also includes the Veterans Memorial Courthouse next door. Six of the seven
Circuit Court Judges are now housed in this facility, which is a vast improvement from
the recent past, when Probate, Circuit and Family Court operations were spread across
five locations throughout the county. This change in our court system is the result of
twenty years of planning and prodding, which long predates my tenure as your
Prosecutor.

2002 marked a transition for two of our most experienced Circuit Court Judges, Peter
Houk and Lawrence Glazer. While Mr. Glazer and Mr. Houk left the circuit bench this
past year, each continues to be active in our community. The voters of Ingham County
elected Beverly Nettles-Nickerson and Janelle Lawless to positions on the Circuit Court
this past November. We are grateful that Judge Nickerson and Judge Lawless are
continuing their public service in this new role.

In the past year, the Prosecutor’'s Office also moved forward, with the first full year of
two federal grant programs targeted to prosecution of violent offenders:

The Domestic Assault Response Teams (DART) housed in Lansing Police
Department’s South Precinct, is a unique program that combines victim advocates,
police, prosecutors and probation officers to serve the victims of crime, and assure
accountability and sanctions for offenders. This past year, Laurie Oberle was
appointed as the DART Assistant Prosecutor, and has worked with police and human
service agencies to tackle the problem of domestic violence in Lansing.

The Community Gun Violence Prosecution program combines local and federal law
enforcement, and dedicates a veteran Assistant Prosecutor to crimes of gun violence,
in particular those committed by repeat offenders. At the inception of this program,
John Cipriani was assigned as the grant-funded prosecutor. We regret that Mr. Cipriani
left our office in 2002 to accept a position with the U.S. Drug Enforcement
Administration. In his stead, Assistant Prosecutor Ray Purdy is working as the gun
violence prosecutor. Mr. Purdy is a veteran of our office as well as the Ingham County
Sheriff’'s Office, and we are grateful for his service.

The Prosecutor’'s Office performs a wide variety of services, from prosecuting
murderers and drug dealers, to helping crime victims apply for restitution; from helping



local police departments draft search warrants, to reviewing complaints of neighbors
with barking dogs; from helping mothers collect family support, to arguing before the
Michigan Supreme Court. As Prosecutor, | am grateful to have a professional and
competent staff, with a diverse set of skills and personalities, to help serve the public.
As with all of the Prosecutor’s activities, this report makes use of the talents of our staff.
Our hope is that you will find this information to be a valuable resource. If there are
additional comments or questions, please feel free to call my office at (517) 483-6272,
or e-mail to sdunnings@ingham.org.

Ingham County adult misdemeanor and felony cases begin in 54-A, 54-B, and 55"
District Courts. The District Court Unit (Unit) covers everything from civil traffic tickets
to First Degree Murder cases. One Assistant Prosecuting Attorney (APA) is assigned to
each district court judge.

The Unit prosecutes misdemeanor cases from arraignment to conclusion. The APA
must appear in court for pretrials, pleas, motions, hearings, bench trials, and jury trials.
Each APA performs legal research, writes motions, responds to motions, and drafts
briefs. The APA must keep in contact with victims pursuant to the Crime Victim’s
Rights Act, interview victims, interview witnesses, read reports, request further
investigation, and prepare cases for court.

Every issued felony case begins in District Court. APA’s handle felony motions or
hearings held in District Court. APA’s review felony files, present the cases to
committee for review, negotiate any plea offers, represent the People at district court
plea hearings, conduct preliminary examinations, or write the plea offer and conduct the
preliminary examination waiver hearing. The majority of plea agreements in felony
cases are negotiated by this Unit.

Office days provide Unit APA’s the opportunity to write notes in files and move files out
of their possession. In addition the APA reviews cases dropped off by the police
departments and determines whether there is probable cause for a Complaint and
Warrant to be issued. This duty is called screening and is the gateway to cases
entering the prosecution process. Unit APA’s cover the maijority of screening as the
assigned screening attorney. APA’s handle telephone calls answering questions from
the citizens as well as law enforcement officers. Communications by APA’s assigned to
this Unit are paramount to successful criminal prosecution and public relations.

The District Court Unit is the workhorse of the Ingham County Prosecuting
Attorney Office.



DISTRICT COURT UNIT/DOMESTIC VIOLENCE FOCUS
2002 REPORT

The two district court unit chiefs each have an area of special focus. One area of
emphasis remains domestic violence. In 2002 the Prosecutor’s office processed 1,883
warrant requests that were domestic related; compared to the 1,847 processed in 2001.
We are hopeful that some of the increase is a result of a willingness by victims to come
forward, and better response from police and prosecutors.

We continue to pursue our goals of responsiveness to victims’ needs, accountability
for offenders, and coordinated response from our office and law enforcement. We've
made tremendous strides toward each of these goals, through the efforts of the Domestic
Assault Response Team (DART).

One of our greatest in-house assets in responding to victims’ needs is our Domestic
Violence Prevention Program, headed by Maria Valayil. Ms. Valayil, along with her interns
and volunteers, facilitate communication between prosecutors and victims, and provide
much needed insight into the personal dynamics of these cases. Prosecutors also have
the benefit of the expertise and assistance of many area service care providers. Our
continued participation in the Capital Area Family Violence Coordinating Council also
contributes to our education, and development of strategies to better relate with victims of
domestic violence.

Our struggle toward accountability for offenders continues on numerous levels. The
district court attorneys meet every three to four weeks for training, review of new
legislation, updates on office policy, and discussion of current events. We have developed
an office policy in the event we cannot continue with a prosecution, designed to minimize
any negative repercussions to future prosecutions of the batterer. As a result of our
contacts with probation officers and service care providers, we are provided with the latest
information on treatment options for offenders. Finally, we continue to work to recognize
and pursue those cases where there is sufficient evidence to prosecute, despite the
victim’s inability to participate.

Our office remains very active with the local law enforcement agencies in their
efforts to investigate and report incidents of domestic violence. In August and September
we worked with several agencies to develop the state mandated Standard Domestic
Relationship Incident Report. Legal updates are done for the law enforcement agencies,
with one-on-one interaction between prosecutors and the officers.

Members of the district court teamed up with local service care providers to train a
domestic violence court watch group. We also participated in training individuals to testify
as expert witnesses in domestic cases. Early next year our office, in tandem with
representatives from many of the service care providers, will meet with all the district court
judges to address issues unique to domestic violence cases.

The Ingham County Prosecutor's Office is responsible for the prosecution of all felony and
high court misdemeanor cases in the 30th Judicial Circuit for Ingham County. These are
the most serious crimes, carrying prison penalties from two years to non-parolable life
offenses. This responsibility is handled by the six-person Circuit Court Unit.

By necessity this Unitis comprised of experienced attorneys who have shown the aptitude
and proficiency to try these more difficult cases. The average courtroom experience level
is well over 10 years.

At the circuit court level, the attorneys deal with all aspects of the criminal case once it has
been bound-over to the circuit court. Duties include: review of police and other agency
reports, review of evidence and scientific analyses performed on the evidence, document
preparation and reviews, meeting with and interviewing victims and witnesses in
preparation for trial, and legal research and brief-writing with regard to issues raised by the
defense or inherent in the case. The Circuit Court Unit attorneys also engage in pretrial
negotiations and litigate pretrial motions. They attend and handle all arraignments, pretrial
hearings, pretrial motions, plea hearings, trials, sentence hearings, and many post-trial
motions. In addition to representing the state in these criminal matters, the attorneys
represent the Department of Corrections in probation violation hearings and the Secretary
of State in driver's license appeals.

In 2002, there were 1,289 new felony cases heard in the circuit courts (not including
probation violations, driver's license cases and district court appeals); 108 of those cases
were life offenses About 75% (947) were resolved with the defendants subject to a
possible prison sentence. About 5% of the cases resulted in pleas to misdemeanors or
remand to district court where a misdemeanor plea was entered. Less than 12% of the
cases were dismissed: many of them for guilty pleas in other cases, many in exchange for
cooperation in other on-going criminal cases.
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The circuit court unit tried 32 cases in 2002. Of that number, there were 2 hung juries. Of
the 30 cases actually resolved by a trial during the year, 20 were guilty verdicts. That is
a conviction rate for trials of over 66%.

Between guilty pleas to felonies and jury verdicts of guilty in felony trials, 967 defendants
were convicted of their felonious behaviors. The resulting removal of those felons who are
a danger to the community will mean safer streets and neighborhoods for Ingham County.
The Ingham County Prosecutor's Office continues as a fundamental "environmental
protection" agency.

VERTICAL PROSECUTION UNIT / MAJOR CRIMES UNIT
2002 REPORT

The Major Crime Unit was instituted within the Prosecutor’s Office during 1998. It was
intended that the Unit be a “clearing house” and coordinator for prosecutions involving drug
crimes, gang-related criminal activity and other cases assigned for special handling. The
effort has been successful.

The attorneys assigned to this Unit are to handle those cases from start to finish, that is,
by authorizing charges, conducting pre-trial conferences, preliminary examinations,
motions and discovery, through to disposition by way of trial or plea negotiation. This
constant personal attention given to the prosecution of these cases results in the title of
“vertical” prosecution. The method ensures consistency in the case, and fosters better
communication between the police agencies, crime victims, and the assistant prosecutors.

Since the “multi-tasked” Unit works closely with several police specialty units, criminal
intelligence gathered by any one such team is increasingly directed to other applications.
In 2002, for example, investigations conducted by Tri-County Metro Narcotics Unit were
coordinated with a homicide investigation conducted by the Lansing Police Department,
resulting in the prosecution of two men for the murder of Lansing resident, Alex
Humphrey.

Attorneys assigned to the Major Crime Unit have increasingly utilized “Prosecutor’s
Investigative Subpoena” to assist police investigations. Intelligence gathered by officers
assigned to both the “gang Unit” of the Lansing Police Department and Tri-County Metro
proved important in six homicide investigations utilizing the technique. The “clearing
house” potential of the Major Crime Unit is becoming realized.

During the past year, 187 criminal cases have been commenced by the three attorneys
assigned to the Unit on behalf of the Tri-County Metro Narcotics alone. The Major Crime
Unit has also provided “vertical assistance” to the Special Operations Section of the
Lansing Police Department, and PACT, an enforcement cooperative.

In addition, the Unit has managed the civil forfeitures generated by the Tri-County Metro
Narcotics Unit, the Lansing Police Department Special Operations Section, and other
police agencies having jurisdiction within Ingham County. During 2002, these forfeiture
actions involved approximately $750,000.00 in cash, more than 70 automobiles, and other
items of personal property.
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Although less dramatic than “ring-busting” convictions, the systematic use of police
intelligence regarding gang structure and membership in case-by-case decision making
has had a significant impact on gang-related criminal activity. In a typical “gang” case, the
Major Crime Unit is notified that an individual gang member has become suspect in
criminal activity. The allegation is given special attention by the Unit. In this way, more
than 20 individuals reputed to be gang members, mostly leaders, have been vertically
prosecuted and convicted. These convictions have had a noticeable impact on the street
gangs operating in Ingham County.

As we enter 2003, the hierarchical gang structure demonstrated by the Vice Lords and
Gangster Disciples just several years ago is greatly diminished. Identifiable street gangs
today are smaller, more local, and less well organized. Preliminary data prepared by the
Lansing Police Department indicates that 2002 will show another consecutive year of
decline in gang-related criminal incidents.
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CHILD ABUSE / NEGLECT UNIT

The Child Physical Abuse Unit (which excludes sexual abuse cases) handled seventy six
warrant requests for abuse in 2002. Two problem areas have emerged from those cases:

1. ADULT DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IS HARMFUL TO CHILDREN.

2. CHILDREN LEFT UNATTENDED IN VEHICLES ARE IN EXTREME DANGER.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

During 2002 the Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office has identified that individuals who
abuse and assault their spouse or adult mate can and will focus that violence on the
children in their home. In 2002 the citizens of Ingham County saw several horrible
examples of this violent adult cross over from a mate to a child. In 2002, a father shot his
child because he wanted the mother of the child to suffer the painful loss. In another
incident, a father in an angry rage threw his baby at the mother, using the child like a
projectile.

Statistically, in 30% to 60% of families where child physical abuse was reported, adult
domestic violence was also present.’ In Ingham County we are finding that in
approximately 45% of all child abuse cases issued the alleged perpetrator also has a
history of domestic violence.

a Incidents of child abuse committed by parents and other caretakers make up about
one-fifth of violent crimes against juveniles (ages 0-17) reported to the police and
4 percent of violent crimes against persons of any age.

a Each year, an estimated one million children are victims of child abuse and neglect
in the U.S. and approximately 1,100-2,000 children are murdered nationally.

a Children who both witness domestic violence and are subject to abuse and neglect
suffer the greatest long-term effects and are thought to be more likely to engage in
aggressive behaviors themselves. (Predictors of Child Abuse in Maritally Violent
Families, O’Keefe, M.).

W The maijority (73 percent) of these parent and other caretaker crimes are physical
assaults, and 23 percent are cases of sexual abuse.

a Child abuse constitutes more than one-half of crimes against children age 2 or
younger reported to police.

W Male-offenders are responsible for three-quarters of the child abuse incidents
reported to the police, including 92 percent of sexual assaults and 68 percent of
physical assaults.

W Thirteen percent of the episodes of parental assault against a child reported to the
police are associated with an assault against a spouse or former spouse.

a In spite of protocols in some states that require police notification about child
maltreatment, there is evidence that police data tally only a fraction of the physical
and sexual abuse investigated and substantiated by child welfare authorities.

(Statistics from OJJDP Bulletin May 2001).

Most states deal with the prosecution of domestic violence and child abuse as separate
issues. The correlation between domestic violence with partners and child abuse
illustrates that we can not assume that children in these violent homes are free from
abuse. The Ingham County Prosecutor is conducting training sessions with law
enforcement regarding reporting requirements to the Family Independence Agency
after an investigation of domestic assault where children are present.

HEAT STRESS

In 2002, several children in the Detroit area died as result of heat stress because they
were left unattended in a motor vehicle during hot weather. Fortunately, no Ingham
County children died as a result of heat stress. In all investigated cases where children
were unattended in vehicles, the police were able to free them before fatalities occur.
The Child Abuse Unit has been actively involved with training law enforcement officers
regarding the issues of investigating child abuse cases involving heat stress.
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Motor vehicles are dangerous in the heat because an average car with all the windows
and doors closed will go from 96° Fahrenheit to 156° Fahrenheit in 15 minutes, and
remain at that temperature until the doors are opened. Within five minutes after
closing the doors, the interior temperature is at least at 75% of the maximum, or
approximately 122°. Children are at greater risk of harm than adults because of the
following:

| Children have a greater surface area-mass ratio than adults, which induces a
greater heat transfer between the environment and the body.

d Children produce more metabolic heat per mass unit than adults when walking or
running.

Sweating capacity is not as great in children as in adults.

| The capacity to convey heat by blood from the body core to the skin is reduced
in the exercising child.

The Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office will work with the Family Independence

Agency, law enforcement and medical personnel to reduce and eliminate child fatalities
as a result of heat stress and domestic violence.

Unit Duties:

To address the unique aspects of child abuse prosecution the Unit’s duties include:

1. Reviewing all requests for warrants involving physical abuse to children 12
and under.

2. Personal interview with all verbal children who will be required to testify.

3. All interviewers shall be trained in the Forensic Interview Protocol using

linguistically appropriate language for the child’s age group and personal
developmental status.

4. Vertical prosecution: prosecute each case from the complaint and arrest
to conviction.

5. Provide legal advice to trial court APAs and law enforcement agencies.
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6. Work with the Family Independence Agency to assure petitions for
jurisdiction over the family and/or petitions for termination of parental
rights are filed in Family Court.

7. Provide a coordinated and timely multi-disciplinary team consisting of
personnel from the Family Court, the Family Independence Agency,
Foster Care intake staff, medical experts, police agencies, and
prosecutors.

8. Provide training to APAs and police regarding emerging issues in child
interviews, case law, and medical issues.

9. Serve on the committee to construct and maintain a child friendly
emergency shelter and interview location

10.  Serve on the Child Death Review Board which reviews all child deaths in
the county to assure that each of the various agencies that are involved in
the investigation, treatment, or prosecution of that case met all current
standards of practice.

11.  Maintain a Family Court docket.

STATISTICS REGARDING THE PHYSICAL ABUSE OF
CHILDREN IN INGHAM COUNTY FOR THE YEAR 2002

The Child Abuse Unit reviewed fifty nine cases of suspected physical abuse of children
in the year 2002. Another seventeen cases were unresolved in 2001 and were carried
over into 2002. The seventy six cases for 2002 were handled as follows: One was
convicted by jury of Child Abuse 1* Degree; fourteen defendants plead to the offense
charged; twelve defendants plead to a lessor offense; twenty cases were denied
prosecution; one case was dismissed; one defendant received a warning letter; three
defendants failed to appear and a bench warrant was issued for their arrest; three
cases were referred back to the police for further investigation. The remaining cases
remain open and are in various stages of prosecution. (The cases are compiled per
defendant, not per child. Although these files involved seventy six defendants, they
involved ninety three children with injuries from suspected child abuse.)
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Progress in 2002:

Adopted and utilized an official interview protocol to assure understanding and
accurate statements are obtained from child victims.

Completed video training tape on child abuse investigations for road patrol
officers .

Implemented monthly training sessions with various police agencies with regard
to child abuse.

Requested a grant from the Michigan Children’s Alliance Foundation to conduct
a 2 day seminar to assist the various county agencies in operating more
smoothly in a team effort to investigate child abuse.

The Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office continues to participate in a community
effort to build a temporary shelter and child assessment center for abuse
children. This center will be called Angel House.

Angel House was approved as a United Way Capitol Campaign.

Received $15,000 for Angel House through a fund-raising effort hosted by
Z101.7, a $30,000 grant from Granger Foundation, a $1,500 donation from Wal-
Mart, received $6,181 from a fund-raiser hosted by Sheri Jones, $700.00 from
the WLMS tree donations, and $12,510 from the Lynn Uroda memorial fund.

The National Children’s Alliance News announced that Lansing, Michigan has
finally met the standards set forth to become an Associate Member of the
National Children’s Alliance.

Provided training on heat stress dangers to children in motor vehicles and FIA
reporting requirements.

he Ingham County Prosecutor has provided training regarding the purpose and
use of the Forensic Interview Protocol including training on a multi-discipline
approach to investing child abuse.

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In every case where the defendant has been convicted the Family Court has taken
jurisdiction over the child and placed them in a safe setting. In cases of serious
physical abuse this office either obtained termination of parental rights or is seeking
termination. In cases where education, support and monitoring of a parent is
appropriate this office is seeking court orders to provide the necessary services to
improve the parenting skills and eliminate the risk to the child while preserving the
family.
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It has been an honor to work with the Family Independence Agency, Child and Family
Services, Sparrow Hospital, law enforcement, Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners, and
other medical professionals to coordinate our investigations to make our child abuse
investigations as thorough and as child friendly as possible. The children of Ingham
County benefit and our community benefits from this new team approach to a terrible
problem.
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CHILD CRIMINAL SEXUAL ASSAULT UNIT
2002 REPORT

The Child Criminal Sexual Conduct Unit originated within the Prosector’s Office in
March of 2000. The goal of the unit was to create vertical prosecutions for child
molestation cases. Further, the unit was to provide one prosecutor to review all criminal
sexual conduct cases involving victims of criminal sexual conduct under twelve years
old, between the ages of thirteen and fifteen, and any special needs victim. The
creation of the unit was grounded in the belief that cases concerning child molestation
require the undivided attention of one prosecutor trained to deal with all of the issues
arising out of such cases and how they pertain to the victim and their family.

The unit chief assigned to the Child Criminal Sexual Conduct Unit will handle all adult
cases where the victim is under twelve years old from start to finish, i.e., by interviewing
the victim, authorizing charges, conducting the trial and sentencing the defendant. This
method ensures consistency in charging decisions and allows the assistant prosecutor
to develop a relationship with the child victim. The child victim is afforded greater
comfort with a system that is adversarial and rigorous in nature by allowing the
child/victim minimal interviews with one assistant prosecutor and members of the law
enforcement community.

Further it is the responsibility of the Child Criminal Sexual Conduct Unit to review all
Criminal Sexual Conduct Cases concerning juvenile offenders and cases in which
consensual sex had been committed by teenagers who are by law unable to consent to
such activity. These cases are reviewed on a case by case basis with the Prosecuting
Attorney and/or the Chief Assistant Prosecutor. In addition, one area of criminal law
that has recently come under the purview of this unit is the prosecution of Internet Child
Pornography cases.

Presently, the Child Criminal Sexual Conduct Unit consists of one Unit Chief attorney
with various assistant prosecuting attorneys occasionally stepping in when scheduling
conflicts arise. Since January of 2002, the unit has reviewed 116 cases.

With the formation of the Domestic Assault Response Team (DART) our community
has begun to realize the many positive changes that are taking place in the processing
of domestic violence, stalking, and Personal Protection Order (PPO) cases. Modeled
after Colorado’s DVERT Program, DART is comprised of an advocate, PPO legal
advocate, detective, and assistant prosecutor. These individuals work together on
identified cases classified as most severe and/or repeat offender cases to provide
intensive services to victims and to hold the offenders accountable.

DART’s mission is to reduce the incidence of domestic violence by utilizing a
coordinated community response to: increase safety to victims, ensure the
accountability of offenders, detect and respond to system deficiencies.

The grant commenced with the detective, advocates, and assistant prosecutor meeting
weekly to develop and refine policies and protocols to improve services to victims and
ensure cases would maintain strength through completion of the court process, as well
as into Probation. It was determined that the team would initially focus on domestic
cases through the Lansing Police Department. To accomplish this, changes had to
occur with how cases were handled. Prior to the grant cases were handled by any one
of 29 police detectives and 30 assistant prosecutors. At present, one detective screens
all domestic related cases and is assigned to the most severe and/or repeat offender
cases.

The criteria for determining the most severe and/or repeat offender cases have been
amended twice and currently the team’s focus is on victims and defendant who have
had five or more contacts with the police. In addition, the team considers other cases
on a case by case basis, focusing on safety factors and the nature of the offense.

Once a case becomes a DART case, the advocate initiates immediate contact with the
victim to determine their needs, find out their concerns, and to explain about the court
process. The advocate also determines if a Personal Protection Order is necessary as
well as other support services. After the initiation of the case, the team continues to
keep close contact with the victim throughout the court process. The team also meets
weekly and discusses developments in the pending cases.

Because a centralized method of case tracking has been developed, and a
collaboration between agencies has increased, we have begun to close the gaps that
still exist through the system. Some of the positive outcomes include: improved
advocacy and PPO services; law enforcement personnel’s increased use of digital
pictures and other evidence gathering; an increase in cases being issued by the
Prosecutor’s Office and the PPO office to track PPO cases and assist in preparation of
hearing.

APPELLATE ACTIVITY

During 2002, 107 new files were opened. The Unit filed 48 briefs and answers. This is
a 20% increase over 2001. The number of hearings has remained relatively stable
during the past four years. We expect this trend to continue.
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During 2001, appellate courts decided 85 of the Unit's cases. We lost only 4 of them.
This yielded a 95% success rate, which is consistent with previous years.

The Unit Chief reviews all incoming motions, applications, and briefs to determine
whether a response is necessary, and what level of priority the case should receive.
Criteria include the severity of the crime, the public interest in the case, and the merits
of the legal arguments raised. This process enables the Unit to concentrate on the
most important cases.

OTHER ACTIVITY

During 2002, the Unit Chief responded to 160 FOIA requests. This is a marked
increase over 2001 (122), and 1999 (131), but is almost even with 2000 (161).

The Unit Chief also supervised 11 law students during 2002 - three (3) work-study
interns, two (2) PAAM? interns, and six (6) externs (who “work” to earn graduation
credits). They handled misdemeanor prosecution, involuntary mental health
commitments, and legal research projects.

Progress was also made in the area of fireworks enforcement. The Unit Chief
successfully prosecuted a local merchant for violating a pre-existing injunction that
prohibits offering non-exempt fireworks for retail sale. Ingham County Circuit Judge
Lawrence M. Glazer imposed a $5,000 fine. This money was paid and remitted to the
State Treasurer.

The administrative assistant assumed two additional duties during 2002. She began
assisting the Chief Assistant Prosecuting Attorney with concealed weapon permit
applications. She also started preparing sentencing guidelines worksheets for all felony
cases that are awaiting preliminary examination. This greatly assists the attorney staff
in determining a fair and appropriate plea/sentence agreement in those cases.

TRAINING ACTIVITY

The Unit Chief was actively involved in training throughout the year. He prepared a
two-hour lecture on investigative stops and seizures. This program was presented to
the Ingham County Sheriff Department and Lansing Police Department as a part of
their mandatory in-service training.

The Unit Chief also prepared a training outline on the felony sentencing guidelines.
This program was presented to the Ingham County Bar Association and the
Prosecutor’s attorney staff.

2 These interns are assigned to our office by the Prosecuting Attorneys
Association of Michigan.
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During March, the Unit Chief presented three lectures during a seminar entitled
“Financial Records Evaluation and Analysis,” sponsored by the National White Collar
Crime Center. This seminar was attended by investigators for law enforcement and
regulatory agencies.

CHANGES FOR 2003

The Appeals Unit has taken over appeals from juvenile delinquency and child protection
cases because the Family Court Unit is understaffed to handle them. Most of these
appeals involve termination of parental rights due to long-term neglect or severe abuse
of a child. At least ten (10) of these matters were pending at the beginning of 2003.
Reply briefs are overdue in several of these cases. Reducing this backlog will be a top
priority during 2003. The increased workload will necessitate that other Appeals Unit
functions be reassigned.

This year was marked by the continuity of Family Division judges and the move back to
the renovated Grady Porter Building not only for the Ingham County Prosecutor’s office,
but also the Family Division neglect and delinquency court staff, Friend of the Court and
the PPO office. The moves were staggered but affected everyone as clients got
confused as to where they were supposed to report for hearings, trials, etc. Thanks to
the continued cooperation of all involved, these “glitches” were ironed out.

Assistant prosecuting attorneys in the division handle:

1. juvenile delinquency matters, including authorizing criminal charges and
cases of youthful offenders subject to possible adult sentencing, waiver
and designation hearings;

2. child protective proceedings (neglect and abuse), including termination
of parental rights cases and all appeals of such cases;

3. PPO contempt hearings;

4. all paternity, UIFSA and family support act cases; and

5. mental health involuntary commitment proceedings both here at St.
Lawrence Hospital and on a rotating schedule with other counties at the
Kalamazoo Regional Psychiatric Facility, as well as appeals of
commitment cases.

The child sexual abuse and child physical abuse units proved that better coordination
means enhanced protection of children, appropriate consequences for perpetrators as
well as better training for police and caseworkers who handle the investigation of these
matters. Our aim is to follow state protocols in these matters so that children are
interviewed only once and not forced to repeatedly relive the traumas they have
experienced.

CHILD NEGLECT AND ABUSE CASES

The maijority of the cases tried by the division involve cases in this area. They remain a
top priority for the division and the court. That includes jury and bench trials for
jurisdiction as well as trials to terminate the rights of parents. Statistics do not
accurately reflect the work done as many trials take place over days (some even
weeks) and only the outcome is recorded. In the most severe physical/sexual abuse
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cases, staff has terminated the rights of parents at initial court proceedings. Attorneys
in division are alert to the time deadlines in neglect cases so that children are assured
permanency in their lives as soon as possible. Toward that end, attorneys have been
involved in permanency planning mediation ordered by the court in an increasing
number of cases. We seek to remove the offending parent or “significant other” from
the home, not the child victim. Toward that end APAs have been requesting utilization
of the new “child protective order” which carries with it immediate arrest powers of the
offending adult and is entered into the Law Enforcement Information Network (LEIN)
system to alert police.

The mediation process affords parents, foster parents, grandparents and others a
chance voice their concerns and opinions and to work toward solutions that benefit
children. We are finding that parents follow mediated orders because they have been
able to participate in the process in way that is not possible in open court. The validity
of the abuse or neglect allegations are never the subject of mediation; other issues
such as parenting time, visits with other family members, exchanges of children and
even how and when parents may continue to see children after adoption are the subject
of the mediation process.

In addition to trials and dispositions, APA staff also handle preliminary hearings,
contempt show cause hearings, emergency removal hearings, review hearings,
permanency planning hearings and guardianship matters ancillary to neglect/abuse
cases.

JUVENILE DELINQUENCY CASES

Division staff and attorneys remained committed to holding youth accountable for the
crimes they have committed, including making decisions to charge and/or sentence
certain youth as adults. We also continue in our efforts to attack problems of
delinquency and at risk youth in innovative ways in an effort to deal with minor problems
before major crimes are committed. This year was the third successful year of the City
of Lansing Teen Court. In addition, the grant-funded “Juvenile Intervention Program”
which targets young offenders (ages 10 to 13) who have committed serious property
crimes, continued to concentrate services in cases where research has demonstrated a
heavy rate of recidivism. Prosecutor staff (both attorneys and crime victims rights staff)
have been instrumental in developing ways to incorporate “restorative justice” concepts
into the program.  Staff is working with juvenile court staff to develop programs for
teen-age girls.

Truancy has long been an issue for parents as well as an indicator of “at risk” behaviors
for teens. This year was the second year of “Truancy Court” - an intensive, fast track
effort to get at truancy early in the school year. Court is held every Thursday, with
parents being asked to attend with their teen. The program is concentrating on middle
school offenders as well as ninth graders. The object of the program is simple: “on
time to every class, every day”.  Students and parents are given the opportunity to
meet with school officials to deal with curriculum and other issues prior to a truancy
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charge being authorized. Students are also given a chance to improve attendance
before formal charges. Once formal charges are issued they are on a fast track. The
Truancy Court Committee expanded the scope of coverage of the court to include all
school districts in the county not just the Lansing School District, beginning in the fall of
2002.

At the other end of the spectrum, this division remains vigilant in exercising the authority
of the prosecutor’s office to charge and request adult sentences in appropriate cases.
We make a special effort to contact other prosecutor’s offices as well so charges,
victims rights information and decisions about placement/adult treatment are
coordinated properly since charges can be filed where the crime was committed or the
juvenile offender currently resides.

PERSONAL PROTECTION ORDER VIOLATION HEARINGS

APA attorney staff continue to work with the family court judges and PPO office to iron
out problems with PPO violation hearings. Although these are civil orders, the PPO
petitioner has the option of having the prosecutor or private counsel present evidence
at the violation hearing. The remedy is criminal contempt and the division is doing the
majority of the PPO violation hearings in Ingham County. We are responsible for
seeing that withesses are subpoenaed and for presenting the evidence at the contempt
violation hearing.

Attorney staff work closely with our domestic violence unit to coordinate criminal
charges, bond violation hearings and PPO violation hearings, seeking to hold batters
responsible. We also work hard to avoid any double jeopardy problems, to support
victims of domestic violence and pursue stalking criminal cases when appropriate.

PATERNITY, FAMILY SUPPORT ACT CASES

The Family Support Unit handles all paternity, family support act cases, as well
as handling matters involving orders from other states and other countries. The staff
consists of 3 attorneys, 3 caseworkers, 3 clerical/support staff and 2 investigators. See
the separate annual report filed for that unit for more details.

MENTAL COMMITMENT HEARINGS

Attorneys in this division handled the bulk of involuntary commitment hearings done in
this county as well as a number of assigned days at Kalamazoo Regional Psychiatric
Hospital throughout the year.  In addition, we do follow-up to criminal cases that have
resulted in a not-guilty by reason of insanity (NGRI) resolution including presenting
evidence at the commitment hearing for mental health treatment under the Mental
Health Code.
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TRAINING, COMMITTEE AND LIAISON WORK

Attorneys and victim witness staff continue to serve on numerous committees in the
community; for example; Child Death Review Team, the M Team (elder abuse), the
Youth Violence Prevention Coalition, the Ingham County Friend of the Court Citizens’
Advisory Committee, the Truancy and Teen Court committees, Angel House, the STOP
Grant Committee just to name a few. APAs were also involved in training and cross
training efforts throughout the year with CASA volunteers, C.A.R.E. volunteers, East
Lansing Listening Ear, local law enforcement, FIA staff, MSU Crime Victim’s Academy,
PAAM as well as classes and conferences at both law schools. APA staff were also
asked to participate in the year-long self-evaluation of foster care/ neglect/ abuse/
adoption divisions required by the federal government. After the extensive self-
evaluation process, auditors from the federal government came at the end of the
summer and spent time in 5 selected counties looking at case files, interviewing foster
parents, children, parents, and caseworkers to complete the audit/evaluation.

The Family Support Unit pursuant to state law files actions on referrals from the Family
Independence Agency (FIA) dealing with cases which fall under the Paternity Act; the
Family Support Act and the Uniform Interstate Family Support Act (UIFSA). The
purpose in filing these cases is to establish paternity and or child support in each case
and to direct reimbursement back to the State of Michigan when appropriate so that the
financial burden of supporting the child does not fall directly onto the taxpayers.

There are two other types of actions which arise out of Friend of the Court (FOC) cases.
One is litigating objections to the Registration of a Foreign Judgment for the FOC. The
other is Felony Non-Support Warrants which occur in cases involving a serious
arrearage. The Family Support Unit was directed by the Prosecutor to issue and litigate
criminal warrants for non-custodial parents who had egregiously failed to pay their
court ordered child support. Requests for these criminal warrants originate from FOC
since they have both the data and personnel necessary to prove these cases.

The most dramatic change in our Unit this year has been the State’s implementation of
a new computer system MICSES on March 25, 2002. For roughly the past twelve
years each of the 83 counties in Michigan have used the same computer software and
hardware and an individual data base for each county all of which was maintained by
computer programmers at the Prosecuting Attorney Association of Michigan (PAAM).
For the past 12 months the two systems have been running parallel which enabled us
to continue to complete all of the older cases that were already open on the PAAM
system while placing all the new cases on MICSES as of March 25, 2002.

The new MICSES system is quite unstable, frequently locking up and requiring the
user to sign on again. Overall performance has been abysmal. The problems have
been so overwhelming, we have had more down time this year on MICSES than we
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had in the last 12 years on the PAAM system. The state has released 3 new versions
of the system within one year, each of which creates a myriad of new problems which in
some instances outweigh the improvements. These changes require the users to
relearn processing steps and result in much frustration when the new steps don’t work.
Even when running properly (which is rare) the MICSES system requires so many drop
down window decisions and traveling between screens, the overall amount of time it
takes to do routine tasks is in most instances double and triple the time it took to do the
same task on the PAAM system.

In addition to the more time consuming steps needed to process cases, it is also
troubling that the number of cases referred to us by FIA has been drastically
diminished. The first three months of the 2003 calendar year which relies wholly on
new cases from FIA to be run on the MICSES system reveals a shocking 52% drop in
orders established. If this trend continues, it will ultimately result in a very low number
of child support orders established by our office in the year 2003 which raises funding
concerns. Even the following totals for 2002 show a 13% reduction in the number of
orders completed because the MICSES case referrals were unusually low.

The Ingham County Prosecutor’s Diversion Program was initiated in 1975 and has
served as a deferred prosecution program for first-time, non-violent offenders.
Diversion is a voluntary program which channels first-time offenders into programs such
as community service, drug and alcohol treatment, high school completion or individual
counseling.

The program accepts only first time property and marijuana possession offenders who
adhere to strict requirements and who are willing to participate in a six month to one
year probation in lieu of going to court. The program does not accept offenders who
have committed violent, sexual, or weapon related crimes.

Offenders who participate in the program are required to fulfill all terms of the contract
agreement, which include not violating any criminal laws, paying of probation fees and
restitution when applicable, maintaining active employment or educational status,
participating in substance abuse, mental health or vocational programs as required,
attending scheduled meetings with a caseworker and performing assigned community
service.

Offenders who successfully complete the program are not formally charged with the
offense and have no criminal history for their original offense.

Who benefits from the Diversion Program?

The victims benefit from Diversion because offenders in the program are required to
make prompt and complete restitution to victims.

The offender benefits from Diversion because they have no criminal convictions. They
receive needed services for alcohol, drug, mental, emotional and family problems.

The Courts and the Prosecutor benefit from Diversion as a result of the time and
expense saved not prosecuting these cases. This savings permits the Prosecutor and
Courts to devote their time and effort prosecuting violent offenders and major drug
traffickers.
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The community benefits from Diversion because tax dollars are saved by diverting
offenders rather than prosecuting them. Diversion participants compensate the
community by participating in supervised work of behalf of non-profit agencies. The
Diversion program is an effective alternative to traditional prosecution for some first time
offenders. It provides the early intervention and intensive supervision which may
prevent individuals from becoming career criminals. The Diversion Program collected
$101,800 in Service and Application fees. Victims of crimes were reimbursed in excess
of $53,000.

The Victim/Witness Unit began serving victims in 1978. The Unit provides services
such as escorted court attendance, contacting victims’ employers to verify attendance
at court and encouraging them to grant time off work to testify. We also provide a
private room at court to allow the victim privacy, as well as safety from the accused.
Based upon individual need, our advocates offer emergency child care and
transportation when personnel resources are available. The Unit also provides
transportation and lodging accommodations for out-of-state witnesses. Special
arrangements are made for food, lodging and transportation to and from court while
staying in Lansing or Mason.

There have been a number of changes to the Unit this past year. We added two new
advocates, Sally Despins and Angela Olson to handle felony and misdemeanor cases,
we have also added Michigan Crime Victim Notification Network (MCVNN) to our list of
services and have enhanced our computer database system, Courtview. In November
we moved back to our previous location in downtown Lansing.

We are excited to be able to offer MCVNN to victims. This is an automated,
anonymous toll free telephone service that allows victims to call and receive information
regarding prisoners location and status while they are in the Ingham County Jail (1-800
770-7657). In the near future MCVNN will also provide court information such as
hearing dates and final dispositions. To activate this service, please contact the Unit at
(517) 483-6108.

Witnesses are still able to determine if their testimony is needed at court by calling the
hotline number posted on the back of subpoena the day prior to their hearing.

The Unit also may assist eligible victims in seeking compensation for injuries,
counseling or loss of wages suffered as a result of criminal acts through the Crime
Victim Services Commission and/or the Crime Victim Foundation.

We continue to work closely with Representative VanRegenmorter’s office and the
Prosecuting Attorney Association of Michigan (PAAM) in an effort to keep abreast of
new legislature as it pertains to victim rights by attending bi-monthly Forum meetings.

The continued goal for 2003 is to serve as many victims as possible by attending court
hearings as well as improving procedures and providing services at key points
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throughout the duration of the case to ensure safety for victims, witness cooperation
and assistance to the prosecutors. We will continue to provide rights to all victims who
may request them and to ensure that the victim’s experience within the judicial system
is as comfortable as possible.

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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE PREVENTION PROGRAM

The mission of the Domestic Violence Prevention Program is to reduce family violence
in the Ingham County area by providing direct services to the victims of crime. Our
goals include: enhancing the awareness of domestic violence and crime victim's rights
under the law, and improving the safety of survivors of domestic violence.

The Domestic Violence Prevention Program will assist the victims of crime throughout
the criminal justice process by providing the victim with criminal justice advocacy,
emotional support, information, referrals to community resources, and safety planning.

In the grant fiscal year, 10/1/01 to 9/30/02, the Domestic Violence Unit had the support
of 14 volunteers who put in 2066 hours of service to provide support to victims. The
coordinator and volunteers provided services to 959 Ingham county residents; staff took
calls from 950 victims of domestic assault, 69 victims received crisis counseling, 442
were provided with court support, unit staff did follow-up with 387 survivors, and the
program provided 46 victims with assistance in applying for victim compensation.

*This project, Domestic Violence Unit, was supported by Crime Victim Assistance Grant Award CVA#
20636-4V01 awarded to the Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office by the Michigan Crime Victim Services
Commission, Michigan Department of Community Health. The grant award of $50,481, comes from the
Federal Crime Victims Fund, established by the Victims of Crime Act of 1984. The Ingham County
Prosecutor’s Office provides the required match by the use of volunteers 1117 hours valued at $10.30.
