WHEREAS, the Zoo Board had a held a special meeting on Saturday, January 10, 2009 to
discuss the role of the Zoo Board in the decision making process; and

WHEREAS, as a result of discussions during this meeting all members present
recommended that the name of the Potter Park Zoo Board be changed to the Potter Park
Zoo Advisory Board to further clarify the role of the board to members and new members.

WHEREAS, the Potter Park Zoo Board supported the name change to the Potter Park
Zoo Advisory Board with the passage of Resolution #03-09.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Parks and Recreation
Commission recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners change the
name of the Potter Park Zoo Board to the Potter Park Zoo Advisory Board as requested
by that body.

- State parks receive no general funding - the proposal would replace two mandatory fees (vehicle entry
and boating access) with one voluntary fee.

- The proposal will help reduce park costs by reducing the number of people serving as "cashiers" at park
entries.

- The bili will provide some badly needed revenues for local parks for development and rehabilitation of
park facilities.

- The bill relies on the good will of people in Michigan towards parks for funding - a good will we have
seen demonstrated time and time again from statewide bond proposals to local millages.

Hope this helps - let's show our support! OUr support will help us get better treatment in the bill.
